The use of gas cooking appliance
results in the production of heat
and moisture in the room in which
it is installed.

hood). Prolonged intensive use of
the appliance may call for
additional ventilation, for example
increasing the level of the
mechanical ventilation where
present.

Gas appliances and systems must
be regularly checked for proper
functioning. Regulator, hose and
its clamp must be checked
regularly and replaced within the
periods recommended by its
manufacturer or when necessary.
Clean the gas burners regularly.

Side clearances—(Measurements B, & C)
Where B, measured from the periphery of the
nearest burnerto any vertical combustible sur-
face, or vertical combustible surface covered
with toughened glass or sheet metal, is less than
200 mm, the surface shall be protected to a
height C of not less than 150 mm above the hob
for the full dimension (width or depth) of the
cooking surface area. Where the gas cooking
appliance is fitted with a ‘splashback’, protection
of the rear wall is not required.

Additional requirements for freestanding and
elevated gas cooking appliances— (Meas-
urements D & E).

The juice is better distributed all over the
roast and does not run out when the meat is
cut.

e Fish should be placed on the middle or
lower rack in a heat-resistant plate.

Tips for grilling

When meat, fish and poultry are grilled, they

quickly get brown, have a nice crust and do not

get dry. Flat pieces, meat skewers and sausages
are particularly suited for grilling as are
vegetables with high water content such as
tomatoes and onions.

e Distribute the pieces to be grilled on the
wire shelf or in the baking tray with wire
shelf in such a way that the space covered
does not exceed the size of the heater.

e Slide the wire shelf or baking tray with grill
into the desired level in the oven. If you are
grilling on the wire shelf, slide the baking
tray to the lower rack to collect fats. Add
some water in the tray for easy cleaning.

Tips for cooking vegetables

e [f the vegetable dish runs out of juice and
gets too dry, cook it in a pan with a lid
instead of a tray. Closed vessels will
preserve the juice of the dish.

e [favegetable dish does not get cooked, boil
the vegetables beforehand or prepare them
like canned food and put in the oven.

Switching off the grill
1. Turn the Function knob to Off (top) position.

Foods that are not suitable for grilling
carry the risk of fire.

Cleaning the hob

Gas hobs

1. Remove and clean the saucepan carriers and
burner caps.

2. Clean the hob.

3. Install the burner caps and make sure that
they are seated correctly.

4. When installing the upper grills, pay attention
to place the saucepan carriers so that the
burners are centered.

Cleaning the control panel
Clean the control panel and knobs with a damp
cloth and wipe them dry.

Do not remove the control buttons/knobs to

clean the control panel.
Control panel may get damaged!

Cleaning the oven

No oven cleaner or any other special cleaning
agent is required for cleaning the oven. It is
recommended to wipe the oven with a damp
cloth while it is still warm.

To clean the side wall

(This feature is optional. It may not exist on your

product.)

1. Remove the front section of the side rack by
pulling it in the opposite direction of the side
wall,

2. Remove the side rack completely by pulling

it towards you.
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Catalytic walls
(This feature is optional. It may not exist on your
product.)

The inner side walls (A) and/or the rear wall (B) of
your product may be coated with catalytic
enamel. Catalytic walls have a light matte colour
and a porous surface. Catalytic walls of the oven
should not be cleaned. Porous surfaces of the
catalytic walls are automatically cleaned by
absorbing and converting the spilled oil (steam
nd carbon dioxid

Clean oven door
To clean the oven door, use warm water with
washing liquid, a soft cloth or sponge to clean
the product and wipe it with a dry cloth,

Don't use any harsh abrasive cleaners or
sharp metal scrapers for cleaning the oven
door. They could scratch the surface and
destroy the glass.

Removing the oven door

1. Open the front door (1).

2. Open the clips at the hinge housing (2) on
the right and left hand sides of the front door
by pressing them down as illustrated in the
figure.

Steps carried out during removing process
should be performed in reverse order to
install the door.

The inner glass panel of the oven door can be

removed for cleaning.

2. Remove the metal part (1) by removing the
screws that secure it.

3. Toremove the plastic holders (2) , use a flat
metal or plastic, e.g., a knife, slotted
screwdriver, to free the fixing foot (5).
