extension cord unless this cord has
been checked and tested by a qualified
technician or service person. The
extension cord must be a VDE-Listed,
3-wire grounding extension cord that
has a grounding plug and outlet and
that the electrical rating of the cord is
220-240 volts and atleast 10 amperes.

e Always use your appliance from a
power outlet of the voltage (A.C. only)
marked onthe appliance.

e Do not use an appliance for any
purpose other than its intended use.

e Do not attempt to repair an electrical
appliance. Return a damaged or
malfunctioning appliance to a qualified
service centre for adjustment or repair if
required. All servicing should be
referred to a qualified technician.

e The appliance must be positioned so
the AC plugis accessible.

Before the appliance is used,
it must be properly positioned
and installed as described in

e Plug into a general purpose outlet, do
not use an adapter and do not use an
extension cord.

e |t is recommended that a separate
circuit, serving only your appliance be
provided. Use receptacles that cannot
be turned off by a switch or pull chain.

e Never clean appliance parts with
flammable fluids. These fumes can
create a fire hazard or explosion. And
do not store or use gasoline or other
flammable vapours and liquids in the
vicinity of this or any other appliance.
The fumes can create a fire hazard or
explosion.

e Do not connect or disconnect the
electric plug when your hands are wet.
There is a potential hazard of electric
shock.

e Turn off and unplug the appliance
before cleaning or servicing. Failure to
do so can result in electrical shock or
death.
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e DO NOT insert any objects such as
wooden sticks or metal sticks into the
appliance. It may lead to leakage, short
circuit, or product damage.

¢ |f something is wrong with the product,
please send it to an authorised service
centre or call a De’Longhi
representative. Do not attempt to repair
or replace any part of your appliance
unless it is specifically recommended in
this material. All other servicing should
be referred to a qualified technician.

e Unauthorised disassembly will affect
the safety of the product.

e DO NOT spray pesticide or any other
flammable sprays near the product.

¢ When cleaning the appliance, please
turn it off and unplug the power cord.
Do not proceed until it has completely
stopped functioning.

e |f you notice an abnormal smell or
sound during use, please turn off the
appliance immediately and unplug the
power.

e DO NOT shower the appliance in water,
it may lead to electrical shock, leakage,
short circuit or product damage.

e To ensure proper ventilation for your
appliance, the front of the unit must be
completely unobstructed. This unit
must be installed in an area protected
from the element, such as wind, rain,
water spray or drips.

e Do not locate the appliance next to
open flames, ovens, grills or other
sources of high heat.



Tower Fan Safety Precautions

Do not plug into the power socket if
assembly is incomplete.

Use only with the rated voltage.

Never insert fingers, pencil, or any
object through the guard when fan is
running.

Appliance not to be used by young
children. Keep children away from the
fan.

Power plug must be removed from
power socket before cleaning,
servicing, maintenance and move from
one location to another.

Be sure the fan is placed on a stable
surface when operating to avoid
overturning.

The fan should not be placed in a damp
place or where humidity is high (such as
inabathroom).

Electrical connections shall be in
accordance with National or Local
Codes.

Do not hinder fan oscillation.

The appliance is notintended for use by
persons (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been
given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety.

Children should be supervised to
ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

Forindoor use only.

This appliance is designed exclusively
for household use. All other uses are
strictly forbidden.

Do not operate the fan in the presence
of explosive and/or flammable fumes.

The appliance must be used with a
standard electrical supply (240V AC
only, 50 Hz), properly grounded in
accordance with the local codes and
regulations.

The fuse (or circuit breaker) size should
be 10 amperes.

Operate the appliance on a dry level
surface.

To protect against electric shock do not
place the fan on a window sill.

Keep ventilation openings clear of
obstruction.

This appliance is intended to be used in
household and similar applications eg:

- staff kitchen areas in shops, offices
and other working environments;

- farm houses and by clients in hotels,
motels and other residential type
environments;

- bed and breakfast type environments;
-Catering and similar non-retail
applications.

Avoid contact with moving fan parts.
Do not use attachments not

recommended by the manufacturer, it
may be hazardous.

Do not hang or mount the fan on a wall
or ceiling.

Do not operate the fan if the housing is
damaged.

Electrical Connection

The power cord of this appliance is
equipped with a two-prong plug which
mates with a standard three prong wall
outlet to minimise the possibility of
electrical shock.

This appliance requires a standard 240
Volt AC~/50Hz general purpose outlet
with two-prongs. Have the wall outlet
and circuit checked by a qualified
electrician.

The cord should be secured behind the
appliance and not left exposed or
dangling to prevent accidental injury.

The appliance should always be
plugged into its own individual electrical
outlet which has a voltage rating that
matches the rating label on the
appliance. This provides the best
performance and also prevent
overloading house wiring circuits that
could cause a fire hazard from
overheated.

Never unplug the appliance by pulling
the power cord. Always grip the plug
firmly and pull straight out from the
receptacle.
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Repair or replace immediately all power
cords that have become frayed or
otherwise damaged. Do not use a cord
that shows cracks or abrasion damage
alongits length or at either end.

When moving the appliance, be careful
not to damage the power cord.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must
be replaced by the manufacturer, its
Service agent or a similarly qualified
person in order to avoid a hazard.

Make sure that the plug is fully inserted
into the wall socket before use.

DO NOT fold or put kinks in the supply
cable or place heavy objects on it. It
could lead to cable damage.

Extension Cord
e Because of potential safety hazards

under certain conditions, it is strongly
recommended that you do not use an
extension cord with this appliance.
However, if you must use an extension
cord it must be checked and tested by
a qualified technician or service person.

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Care and Cleaning

Cleaning the Appliance

First unplug the appliance to avoid
electric hazard.

The surface of the appliance should be
cleaned with a damp cloth moistened
with mild soap and dried with another
clean cloth. Never use an abrasive
scourer directly on the outside surface
as it might scratch.

Never use strong or volatile chemicals
to clean the fan as it will damage the
plastic parts.

Pouring water on the unit is strictly
forbidden.

Do notimmerse in water for cleaning.

To clean between the grilles, we
recommend using a pipe cleaner,
flexible dustwand, vaccum cleaner or
compressed air to gently remove the
dust.

For storage, you may leave the fan
assembled and covered to protect it
from dust. Store the fan in a cool, dry
place.

Disposal
e To prevent possible harm to the

environment or human health from
uncontrolled waste disposal, please
recycle this appliance responsibly to
promote the sustainable reuse of
material resources. Take the appliance
to a recycling station in your area for
safe disposal.

Warranty Information

The De’Longhi Tower Fans are warranted
against faults resulting from
manufacturing or material defects. The
warranty period for normal domestic
installation and use is two year from the
date of purchase. In non-domestic use
De’Longhi limits the voluntary warranty to
6 months.

De’LLonghi undertakes to repair or replace
the Tower Fan at our discretion if the
product is found to be defective due to a
manufacturing fault during the warranty
period.

This warranty excludes any damage
caused by misuse, neglect, shipping
accident, or incorrect installation. Normal
wear and tear is also expressly excluded.
The warranty claim is void if no fault is
found with the product or if work is carried
out by anyone other than an authorised
De’Longhi Service Agent.

In Australia, this warranty is additional to
the conditions and guarantees which are
mandatory as implied under the Trade
Practices Act 1974 and State and Territory
legislation.

The benefits to you given by this warranty
are in addition to other rights and remedies
available to you under a law in relation to
the goods or services to which this
warranty relates.

In Australia, our goods come with
guarantees that cannot be excluded
under the Australian Consumer Law. You
are entitled to a replacement or refund for
a major failure and compensation for any
other reasonably foreseeable loss or
damage.
